“Many people think that being Christian and being religious are the same thing.
According to them religion is the general category and Christianity is a specific example
of it. This outlook would be accurate if religion were correctly defined as the human
effort to encounter God and Christianity were understood as one of the possible
manifestations of that quest, a particular illustration of the genus “religion.” At many
levels Christianity does look and act like a religion, but in its essential reality the
Christian faith is not a human effort to encounter God. Rather the Christian faith is the
result of God’s effort revealed in Jesus Christ to encounter the human.”
