Devotional

During Advent, we sing, “Rejoice! Rejoice! Emmanuel shall come to thee, O Israel!” And when the
Church proclaims the birth of Jesus, other lovely refrains will resound:

“Hark! The herald angels sing, ‘Glory to the new-born King!”

Therefore, declares Amos, “Prepare, O Israel, to meet your God!”

Have we paid attention? The God whom we will meet in the Christ child longs for us to return to Him.
