After each Wednesday’s national presentation, there will be time for participants
to discuss within their own local church/group what they've heard, using the
leaders’ guide with discussion questions we will provide. By creating a virtual
meeting in advance (via Zoom, Google Hangouts or other platform), your group
will be prepared to move directly into the local discussion as soon as the speaker
wraps up. Note: your local conversation will provide a space of significant
learning as your participants work to understand and apply the ideas
presented. Each evening concludes once you done with your conversation. You
don’t have to rejoin with the national group. Let us know how we can help.
